	THSC 61: The tri-national harmonization of IEC 60335-1 between the United States, Canada, and Mexico under the auspices of CANENA was started in late 2004. The committee last met in July 2008 to review the comments that were received as a result of the preliminary circulation of the first draft to industry. Most of the comment related issues were resolved at the July 08 meeting, but other new issues were raised by some new committee members from CSA. At an August 2008 teleconference we were unable to resolve some open issues.  it became apparent that the issues were significant.  These issues are now being discussed at CSA and proposals are being exchanged. The committee plans to meet via teleconference prior to the 2009 CANENA AGM to review the proposals and get agreements. The draft will then be ready for recirculation for a second round of industry comments or final balloting. This will be decided by the SDO’s. We plan a ½ day meeting on the afternoon of February 26th to finalize next steps in the approval process.

	THSC 61D: This committee last met in May of 2008. This was our first meeting since the death of Carl Radcliffe. There was a lot of extra work to do with regard to bringing new members up to speed on the process. This involved a re-review of the standard which resulted in many new issues to be resolved. The committee is in possession of the latest draft that includes proposals to resolve the recent issues. The committee will be meeting via teleconference a number of times prior to the CANENA AGM in February 09. We plan to meet for 3 days at the AGM in hopes of agreeing on the final draft. If the committee agrees, the draft will be circulated for preliminary comments.
